
If you are unable to pay for a prescription
given to you by a doctor, you may be
eligible for a free or low-cost prescription
program administered by a drug
company.

Several programs exist.  To find out what
programs you may be eligible for, call the
Partnership for Prescription Assistance at
1-888-477-2669 or visit their website at
www.pparx.org.

Several programs are available for low-
income youth and youth experiencing

homelessness in Ohio.  These programs
include:

•Medicaid

•Free and low-cost clinics

•Free and low-cost prescription plans

     

        

What Programs Are
Available?

Medicaid is a state health insurance
program to help low-income people with
health care costs.  The program is run

under several names, including Healthy
Start and State Children’s Health

Insurance Program (SCHIP).

Medicaid covers most health care
services, including:

•Hospital visits and home care
•Lab tests and x-rays

•Medical equipment, such as wheelchairs,
eyeglasses, and hearing aids

•Prescription drugs
•Some dental and eye care

To be eligible for Medicaid, you must:

•Be under age 19
•Have a qualifying low income ($19,600 for

a single person in 2006)

You may also be eligible if you are
pregnant or have a child under age 19.

Medicaid

Free and low-cost clinics provide medical
services at no cost or low cost to people
experiencing homelessness.  The clinics

offer a variety of medical services,
sometimes including dental care or mental

health services.

Each clinic has its own specific income-
level standards for whom it will serve.  A

county-by-county list of clinics is available
in the accompanying brochure entitled
“Free and Lost-Cost Health Clinics in

Ohio.”
